This sheet is submitted by Lyle Nyberg, independent historian, January 2021. It supplements the B form of 1976 by providing more historical details and photos.
After boarding at 612 Washington Street (DUX.261), Capt. Jonathan Smith built this house at 45 Cedar Street in 1822.

A Smith family chronicle from the early 1900s focuses on Jonathan and Zilpah’s son Sylvanus, who later became a shipbuilder. The chronicle has details and photos of the house, and a relevant page is lightly edited and copied below. Photocopies of the chronicle are held by the Massachusetts Historical Society (Judith Winsor Smith Papers) and the Duxbury Rural and Historical Society (Smith McLauthlin Collection). More information about Sylvanus Smith is contained in those collections, and in the book by Lyle Nyberg, Summer Suffragists: Woman Suffrage Activists in Scituate, Massachusetts (Scituate: self-published, 2020).
